Resolution 195-2021:  A resolution approving 1) the submission of two Applications for two On-Lot Sewage 

Disposal System Permits to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) 

Bureau of Clean Water; 2) the submission of an Subdivision Application Rider and Sewage Application Rider to the 

Blair County Sanitary Administrative Committee; and 3) a Holding Tank Cleaning Contract between the County of 

Blair, Tyrone Township, Ken Wertz Hauling & Septic Service and the Westerly Treatment Plant. Said permits, 

application rider and cleaning contract are associated with the installation of a single vault and double vault ADA 

compliant outdoor privy, as part of the site improvement project at Fort Roberdeau. Any associated costs will be 

paid from the awarded Department of Conservation and Natural Resources (DCNR) Grant Funds (professional fees 

and contingencies).  

 

 Chief Clerk Hemminger stated that she had received a phone call from Glenn Nelson prior to the start of 

today’s meeting informing her that Glenn had received notification that some of the costs were decreased.   

 

 Motion by Commissioner Webster, seconded by Commissioner Burke and unanimously approved to adopt 

Resolution 195-2021. 

 

Resolution 196-2021:  A resolution approving Amendment 3 to the County of Blair’s Employee Benefit Plan, 

wherein “Termination of Coverage” is amended effective April 1, 2021 with the addition of a subsection regarding 

“Severance”.

Old Business: 

ABCD Corp: 

Resolution 197–2021:  A resolution approving a Cooperation Agreement between the Altoona-Blair County 

Development Corporation (ABCD Corp) and the County of Blair as a condition of ABCD Corp receiving financial 

assistance under the Redevelopment Assistance Capital Program, in the amount of $750,000.00, for the Penn 

Highlands Tyrone Hospital Improvement Project.  Said Cooperation Agreement sets forth that ABCD Corp agrees 

to disburse any funds received under the contract in accordance with the application, project guidelines and terms of 

the agreement and the County agrees to reimburse the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, as the party of last resort, 

for any expenditures of the Penn Highlands Tyrone Hospital Improvement Project found by the Commonwealth to 

be ineligible.   

 

 Chief Clerk Hemminger stated that the Cooperation Agreements listed under Resolution 197 and 

Resolution 199 were discussed and presented at the meeting of 05/25/21 by Mr. Miller of ABCD Corp, however, the 

agreements were not listed on the agenda of 05/25/21.    

 

 Chief Clerk Hemminger asked if the members of the board had any questions pertaining to the Cooperation 

Agreements.  There were no comments noted. 

 

 Motion by Commissioner Erb, seconded by Commissioner Burke and unanimously approved to adopt 

Resolution #197-2021. 

 

Resolution 198-2021:  A resolution approving an Indemnity Agreement between the Altoona-Blair County 

Development Corporation (ABCD Corp.), Penn Highlands Tyrone Hospital and the County of Blair under the 

Redevelopment Assistance Capital Program, (for the Hospital’s improvement project in the amount of $750,000.00), 

the County of Blair must agree to reimburse the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania for the Commonwealth’s share of 

any expenditures found by the Commonwealth to be ineligible.  

 

 Motion by Commissioner Erb, seconded by Commissioner Burke and unanimously approved to adopt 

Resolution 198-2021. 

 

Resolution 199-2021:  A resolution approving a Cooperation Agreement between the Altoona-Blair County 

Development Corporation (ABCD Corp) and the County of Blair as a condition of ABCD Corp receiving financial 

assistance under the Redevelopment Assistance Capital Program, in the amount of $1,500,000.00, for the DelGrosso 

Foods Improvement Project.

Development Corporation (ABCD Corp.), DelGrosso Foods and the County of Blair under the Redevelopment 

Assistance Capital Program, (for the DelGrosso Foods improvement project in the amount of $1,500,000.00), the 

County of Blair must agree to reimburse the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania for the Commonwealth’s share of any 

expenditures found by the Commonwealth to be ineligible.
