Interest Form (POSC) to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Department of 

Human Services for an allocation amount for fourth and fifth class counties, in the 

amount of $60,000.00, to be used for the prevention, assessment, investigation, 

prosecution and treatment activities targeted to address child abuse and neglect, 

for the period of January 1, 2022 through June 30, 2023.  Funds are awarded with 

a 100% federal financial participation rate for program costs, with no state or 

county match required.
